Class Format for Intermediate Agility

Canine Action is very proud to be able to offer this class in a flexible format that is a win/win situation for all involved. Class Fees

Classes meet once per week for one hour each. Class fees are the equivalent of $14.00 per class, calculated monthly. To calculate your monthly fee, count the number of class days in the month and multiply by the class fee. If you know you will not be able to attend a class, do not include that class in your monthly fee. If you pay for a class and miss it for any reason, you must still pay for that class. You will, however, receive a credit the following month in the event of inclement weather. All fees are due the first class of each month. Cash, Check, Visa, and MasterCard accepted.

Class Size

Classes with a single instructor consist of 8-10 students. By keeping the classes small, we can better meet each student’s needs.

Class Attendance

Once you have a place in the class, it is yours to keep, provided you attend each month. If you choose not to attend one month, you may pay for that month to reserve your place in class. If you do not reserve your space, you will relinquish your place and go on a waiting list if class is at maximum capacity.

Frequent Fidos

When you secure your spot in class, you will be given a “Frequent Fido” card. You must bring your card to class with you each week to receive 1 “Frequent Fido” point. Collect 10 points and receive a credit the following month that is good for one free class. If you forget to bring your card you will not earn your points.
